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Since our last update, the Plant Protection Division (PPD) has maintained a strong 
focus on detecting and managing the presence of YLH. Between June 12 and June 
25, 2025, PPD captured 40 hornets. An increase from the previous reporting period 
indicates that YLH activity continues to rise as the season progresses. No new 
nests were located or eradicated during this time; however, continued monitoring 
remains critical.

The updated YLH activity map provides a visual overview of detection trends, 
using a heatmap to indicate areas with positive trap captures and red squares to 
mark confirmed nest locations. 
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We urge residents, particularly those in the Savannah area, which includes 
Chatham County, southern Effingham County, and bordering portions of Bryan 
County, to stay alert and report any suspected hornet sightings or nest activity to 
yellow.legged.hornet@agr.georgia.gov.
